e Next 4 Photos: Each awarded 5 million tomans

Note: For copyright remuneration, each work selected for the exhibition and the photo book will
receive 1 million tomans, in addition to the Certificate of Participation.

Submission Requirements:

o A maximum of 7 works can be submitted for each of the main and special categories, in
JPG format.

e Minimum length: 70 cm with a resolution of 150 DPI.

e Maximum file size: 10 MB.

« Mobile photographs are accepted only in high quality.

o Files smaller than 1.5 MB will not be accepted.

o For square-framed photos, a length of 60 cm is sufficient.

o Works generated with artificial intelligence are not permitted.

e The physical and intellectual ownership of submitted works must belong to the
participant; the festival secretariat assumes no responsibility.

e Submission of correct participant information is mandatory, including:
